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Carnegie Library - A Tough Decision

By now you may know that the Friends’ Board of
Directors voted not to accept the recommendation of
the Carnegie Feasibility Committee to work with the
community to fund the reopening of the Carnegie
Library in January, 2012,

This was a tough decision by the Board. While we
probably had the necessary volunteers to staff eight
hours a week at the Carnegie Library, the finances
necessary to reopen posed a severe problem.

The Carnegie Feasibility Committee prepared a draft
budget based on the Carnegie Library’s previous
operating costs. The total was approximately $26,500.
Included in that figure was about $8500 funded by the
City for building and liability insurance, maintenance,
air conditioning/heating, and pest control - the
expenses necessary for the upkeep of the building
when vacant. The remainder $18,000 would come
from the Friends’ fundraising efforts.

Because of the hard economic times for both the City
and residents of Lincoln, and the needs of the Twelve
Bridges Library, the Board did not believe the
necessary funds could be raised at this time.

This issue is not dead - just postponed for future
review. The Board believes Lincoln should have both
libraries open and certainly values the Carnegie
Library. But we also must be fiscally responsible.

Library Director’s Corner

Until a new “interim director” is hired, Renae
Mahaffey, Library Coordinator, is in charge of the day-
to-day operations of the Twelve Bridges Library. She
reports directly to Anna Jatczak Assistant City
Manager. As reported at the Library Advisory
Committee last month, Anna is in the process of
interviewing candidates for the position of interim
director but no date was given for a final decision.

The Friends offer to Renae our support in the new
duties she has taken on in addition to her continuing
duties as Library Coordinator. It is important to
remember as well that she has taken on these two jobs
while having her hours reduced from 40 hours a week
to 30 hours a week. Those of us who have gone
through “down sizing” know how difficult it is to keep
our sanity while doing more than one job, being paid
less instead of more, and with reduced hours. So far
Renae, however, has managed to keep her sanity and
complete her responsibilities.

Q. How many members do the Friends have?
A. Currently our count is 272 which represents an
additional $3730 to fund library programs.

Q. How many of these members are businesses?
A. There are currently six business members and one club.

Q. How often do you publish a newsletter?

A. At least quarterly. In between publications, email blasts
are sent to members of important events and news. These
newsletters are mostly delivered to Friends’ members by
email - only 28 use “snail” mail. In addition, newsletters are
sent to public officials, other organizations, and posted
around town in various businesses and, of course, in the
library.
